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UIPM COACHES CODE OF CONDUCT

Be a role model for the World Pentathlon community, promoting fair play and
consistently displaying exemplary standards of personal conduct

Respect the rights, dignity and worth of athletes, other coaches, officials, judges,
volunteers and spectators and refrain from any discriminatory practices against
any person regardless of age, gender, ethnic origin, religion or ability

Show responsibility and provide quality supervision and instruction for a
healthy and safe environment for all athletes

Never tolerate or engage in any form of manipulation of competition results

During competitions respect the rulings of judges and remind athletes to do
the same, encouraging and guiding them to accept responsibility for their own
performance and behaviour

Help coaches and judges highlight appropriate behaviour and skill
development and help improve the standards of coaching and refereeing

Never engage in any kind of harassment — psychological, physical or sexual
— with any athlete and remain committed to take the appropriate action to

address any ethics violation or possible breach as soon as becoming aware,
whether it involves yourself or others

Promote welfare of horses, ensuring that equipment and riding facilities are
adequate for the age and experience of both the horse and the rider

Advocate a sporting environment free of doping and any other performance-
enhancing substances within the World Anti-Doping Code

Agree to abide by all applicable UIPM rules and regulations, including UIPM
Athletes Safeguarding Policy and UIPM Betting and Anti-Corruption Rules
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
